Swedish breakfast:  Enjoy a Swedish breakfast and Door 
County tradition ŀǘ ǇƻǇǳƭŀǊ !ƭ WƻƘƴǎƻƴΩǎ (where goats 
graze on the roof). 
 
Cana Island Lighthouse tour: Our self-guided tour takes 
us across the causeway, onto Cana Island, and back to 
1869 whŜƴ ǘƘƛǎ ƭƛƎƘǘƘƻǳǎŜΩǎ ōŜŀŎƻƴ ŦƛǊǎǘ ƎǳƛŘŜŘ ōƻŀǘǎ  
through perilous shoals. Stroll the island beaches, step 
inside the lighthouse keeperΩs home, check out the oil  
house, and climb the tower where the lantern room  
houses the Fresnel Lens. Signs and video tell stories of the 
lighthouse and its keepers.
